Library Director’s Report 

 “The Fabelmans” movie, shown in the Community Room, was attended by 84 patrons   

 Kristi Chase started as the new Reference Librarian and Archives Custodian  

 Marie Dennis has also started as the new Part-Time Reference Librarian 

 Currently interviewing for part-time library clerk position  

 Richboro Coffee terminated relationship with the library due to lack of sales 

 The library’s distributer of magazine and newspapers reduced their delivery; thus majority of 
the daily newspaper deliveries will be arriving via US Postal Service mail 

 Facebook and Instagram updates occurring almost daily, including a Friday Funnies post 

 Annual Appeal letter will be distributed this summer 

 The Board minutes will be kept in an official Minutes book to ensure a township-appointed 
Board is compliant with state law 

 The 2023 Summer Quest calendar of events was presented.  There will be 76 programs over 
eight weeks including (6) large family events – Eyes of the Wild, Summer Glow Party, Magician 
Ran’D Shine, Da Vinci Science Center, Talewise, and the NJ Snake Man; also (20) story-focused 
programs, kids’ drop-in computer lab coding puzzles, kids’ art labs, kids’ chess club, reading to 
the dogs, LEGO Builders, (11) kids’ book clubs, and 3 family movies.
